Census workers may also contact you by telephone or 
mail, but will not contact you by email.  Should you 
receive an email regarding a census, delete it.  Do not 
click on any link, or open any attached files. 

U.S. Census workers will be going door to door   
taking surveys for the 2010 census.  Census workers 
are not required to possess city permits since they are 
not soliciting.  However, census takers will have an 
employment badge, handheld device, and a Census 
Bureau bag and confidentiality notice. 

The census takers will not ask for any social security, 
bank account, or solicit for any donations.
